Additional information requested include: 
Communication/Coordination- develop specific 
funding request for each recommendation. The 
subcommittee reported that the design phase of 
the interchange and automated communication 
systems will take approximately 20-40 hours for 
each system at a cost of $65-$85 per hour. The 
implementation phase will take approximately 40 
hour per system at a cost range of $65-$85.
